The Indian Tiger

I’ve recently visited India. | was interested in the problem of disappearing of
the Indian Tiger. The following I’ve known. The Indian Tiger has an orange coat
with numerous black stripes; its fur is shorter than that of the Siberian Tiger. It is a
carnivorous mammal and its diet includes deer, pigs, rabbits, goats and fish. The
adult tiger (males are heavier) weighs over 200 kgs and is around 9 feet long. It
eats 35 to 40 kgs of meat in one meal. The vocal chords are so structured that it can
roar.



The Indian Tiger is listed as endangered. Its rapidly decreasing population
raised worldwide alarm and the Project Tiger was launched by the Indian
Government in 1973. Tiger hunting was banned and several reserved areas were
demarcated all over India. The WWF and the World Bank helped fund
conservation efforts. The tiger is also listed on the CITES Appendix A listing, and
the ICUN Red Book; it is also on the endangered list of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service. However , in spite of all these measures, the current population of the
Indian Tiger in India is estimated to be only around 1400.

Why do people Kill tigers. Tigers can Kill domestic animals and sometimes
they can also kill men. That’s why people kill them to save their domestic animals
and their lives. People kill tigers not only to save domestic animals, but also for fun
and for their beautiful skin. There are few Indian tigers on the Earth now. They
hide from people in deep, dark forests. (cnaiim 9)

Endangered African Elephant

I’ve recently visited Africa. | was interested in the problem of disappearing of the
African elephants, which are the largest mammals on land. They are now in the list
of endangered species. The population of these gigantic animals have reduced
drastically from a whopping 1.3 million in the 1970s to somewhere between
470,000 and 690,000 in 2010. African elephants are endangered species, according
to the U.S. Endangered Species Act (ESA) and the International Union for the
Conservation of Nature and Natural Resources (IUCN). The Convention on
International Trade in Endangered Species of Fauna and Flora has enlisted this
animal on Appendix I, except for the populations in Zimbabwe, Botswana and
Namibia, which were reclassified to Appendix Il.

These animals, once lived throughout Africa, are now in the endangered species
list due to profuse hunting by humans for ivory. Deforestation and human
encroachment led to the loss of their habitat. Another reason is drought, which
resulted in the deaths of young ones. However, the main reason is poaching, which
led to the flourishing of ivory trade across the globe. In 1989, an ivory ban was
implemented and with strict anti poaching measures, there was a little
improvement in the situation. Some countries like Zimbabwe, Botswana and
Namibia experienced difficulties like agricultural loss, with the rising number of
these animals. Hence, these countries were down listed from Appendix | to
Appendix Il of the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of
Fauna and Flora, which facilitated managed trade of elephant parts. Many wild
animals are in danger nowadays. Some animals are in danger because people have
hunted them for many years. African elephants are among them. Because people
have hunted and killed lots of elephants in Africa. Now there are few of them. It’s
a pity! Elephants can help people. People must take special care of animals.
